What to bring — we recommend a complete change of clothes that should include old rubber-soled
trainers, shorts, a polo/T shirt and a sweater, a pair of sailing gloves A light spray top to keep out the wind
may also be useful. Towels and shower Kkit.

Refreshments — the bar/galley is available for hot and cold drinks and snacks from 10:00 hrs on Saturday
and Sunday.

Instructors- all the instructors hold a valid RY A qualification or are experienced sailors operating under
the supervision of a senior instructor. The club is a recognized RY A Training Establishment and operates
under the guidance of a Principal and Chief Instructor who also hold appropriate qualifications.
